Through this newsletter we aim to take you through NDTL’s journey so far.

The lab got 1SO / IEC 17025 accreditation in 2003. The Union Cabinet decided to sign
Copenhagen declaration on anti doping and to set up National Anti Doping Agency
(NADA) in December 2004. NDTL as a laboratory responsible for analytical testing of

samples and research in the field of dope analysis was registered in 2008.

The laboratory was shifted to the new site in 2009 with excellent facilities for testing
and to tackle the challenge of forthcoming Commonwealth Games 2010. NDTL has
state of the art facilities for research and is engaged in conducting research on various
projects. We have achieved NABL accreditation for Horse Dope Testing (HDT) facility in
2014 and Routine Testing of samples commenced from Hyderabad Race Club samples.

NDTL has also got accreditation as PT Provider (ISO/IEC17043:2010) in the field of Drugs.

As a laboratory engaged in anti-doping progammes, we aim to provide accurate &
reliable testing services for Dope testing of Human Sports & Horse Dope testing to the
satisfaction of clients, to become an institution with high level of research in the éountry

and worldwide.

With the
increasing number of drugs on WADA'’s Prohibited List, development of new methods and
protocols, and constant research in the analysis of Dope Agents, we have sustained an effective
fight against doping in sports in accordance with the criteria and guidelines of WADA. Recently,
NDTL has expanded its wings and explored new avenues by adding Horse Dope Testing and
Proficiency Testing Provider Scheme for Forensic and Analytical Drug Testing Laboratories.

As a Laboratory for testing of human samples, we have participated in major Game events like
Afro-Asian Games 2003; Common Wealth Games, 2010; Singapore Youth Olympic Games, 2010;
South East Asian Games, 2015, etc in the past and are looking forward to extend our services to
the upcoming South Asian Games, 2016.

We have been successful in coordinating a balance between sports institutions and government
organizations in constantly achieving quality and satisfaction in the field of Dope Testing.

We are proud to present the information on these pages as a resource for knowing about our
facility, its capabilities and research programs, and our contribution towards establishing
effective anti-doping program in India. We seek continuous guidance and support of stake
holders and advisors to excel in our mandate.
